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Note: The article, “The Twelve Criteria of the True Crucifixion Date” would be a helpful prerequisite 
to reading this article.  Also, at the end of this article is the personal view of Uriah Smith in relation to 
“the one unanswerable objection—THE CROSS.”  Does his view have merit, or is it a spin or 
fabrication to squelch truth?  For a revelation of Uriah Smith’s beliefs and intentions regarding the 
Feasts and lunisolar calendation, refer to article, by Norm Bradley entitled, “Exposing the Skeleton in 
the SDA Closet of 1888.”  

 
s a fifth generation Seventh-day Adventist, I was taught that all Sunday keeper 
objections to a Saturday Sabbath could easily be met with Scripture.  For twenty 
years of teaching Sabbath School and sharing the “Word” this appeared to be the 

case.  But recently, following a paradigm shift, I inadvertently stumbled upon a shocking 
piece of evidence to the contrary. In the S.D.A. church archives I discovered that there 
has always been one great objection to a Saturday Sabbath in Scripture – and it was 
completely unanswerable until now.  This is the point at which Christ’s death on the 
cross on the 14th of the lunar month of Abib, the 6th day of the week on Passover, 
followed by His resting in the tomb on the Seventh-day Sabbath (a High Sabbath), does 
not actually intersect with either a Saturday or a Sunday of the modern Roman (pagan 
Julian) Gregorian calendar.   
 
On page 66 of the online 2007 Yearbook, which featured the first S.D.A. yearbook ever 
published, appeared the following statement beneath the calendar for July: 
 

 
Those who disbelieve in the seventh-day Sabbath bring 
against it numerous objections, all of which are readily 
answered with the exception of one—THE CROSS. This is 
the great, the unanswerable objection to the Bible Sabbath.   
Seventh-day Adventist Yearbook, 1883

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If you are finding it difficult to comprehend the above statement, then you are not alone.  
Perhaps the reason is because it is exactly opposite of what we have always been taught.  
What it says, in other words, is this:  Faithful Sunday 
keepers bring up many objections to the Saturday 
Sabbath.  These arguments are all easily answered 
from Scripture except for one.  This “one” objection 
is unanswerable because neither Saturday nor Sunday 
of the Julian/Gregorian calendar intersect with the 
prophetic preordained appointments of Christ’s sixth-
day Crucifixion, His rest in the tomb on the seventh-
day Sabbath and first-day Resurrection in A.D. 31 – 
the only year for the crucifixion that fits the time 
constraints of Daniel 9:24-27 and the Sanctuary’s 
lunisolar calendation. Thus making this an 
unanswerable objection to a Saturday Sabbath, and it 
makes “THE CROSS” the great test for defining the 
Creator’s true calendar and ultimately the true 
seventh-day Sabbath. 
 
Most of us have been unaware that there was a weak link in our Saturday Sabbath doctrine 
and foundational pillar of the Seventh-day Adventist Church, World Wide Church of God 
and the Jews.  Second, a public admission in a church publication is disconcerting.  But 
what should be very clear is that this was a known fact between 1843 and 1883, and not just 
by a few in high places. 
                
The weight of evidence illustrates that Friday of the modern Gregorian calendar does not 
coincide with the Scriptural account of the sixth day crucifixion of Christ Yahushua in A.D. 
31.  From Scripture we are told this day was known as Passover, which always fell on the 
14th day of the month of Abib, counting from New Moon day.  It was also the 6th day of the 
week, the preparation day, as well as the day of the full moon.  For more details refer to 
article, “Twelve Criteria of the True Crucifixion Date.”  
 
Likewise, it appears that Saturday, the seventh-day of the Roman Gregorian calendar does 
not coincide with the Scriptural account of the seventh-day Sabbath, in which Christ spent 
in the tomb.  From Scripture we are told that this seventh-day Sabbath was the 15th day of 
the month of Abib, and was also the first day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread.  When a 
feast begins on the seventh-day Sabbath, it is known as a High Sabbath, of which there are 
precisely two each year.  These are the first day of the Feast of Unleavened Bread and the 
first day of the fall Feast of Tabernacles.  Contrary to what many believe there are no feasts 
that end on a seventh-day Sabbath.    
 
Finally, it appears that Sunday, the 1st day of the following week on the Roman Gregorian 
calendar does not coincide with the Scriptural account of the Resurrection of Christ on the 
1st day of the week.  From Scripture we are told that this first day of the week was also the 
16th day of the month every single year, as counted from the New Moon.  It was also 
known as the Wave Sheaf Offering day, which was always the 2nd day of the Feast of 
Unleavened Bread.  
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It appears that these three most important days in Scripture, when transferred to the Roman 
Gregorian calendar, actually fall on the 4th, 5th and 6th days of the week, rather than the 6th, 
7th and 1st as is stipulated in Scripture. What has occurred is that lunisolar calendation 
details have been inadvertently applied to Roman calendar, but only in the minds of the 
ignorant, as these two calendars are in eternal conflict, and never capable of be being in 
harmony. It all has to do with how the weeks cycle.  Roman Gregorian weeks follow a 
continuous weekly cycle, purportedly proclaimed by Rome to be unbroken since the time 
of creation.  The lunisolar weeks are fixed to the New Moon and are broken each month by 
the New Moon day which refreshes the new month count of days and weeks. The events 
that were to fall on the 6th, 7th and 1st days of the week are diminished in their prophetic 
fulfillment of types and shadows of the Sanctuary, as lunisolar calendation is replaced with 
pagan calendation.  This causes it to appear that Friday, Saturday and Sunday actually fell 
on those days during the month of Abib, in the year A.D. 31.  A combination of both 
astronomical records and their sound application in conjunction with the factual differences 
between lunisolar calendation and Roman Gregorian calendation, define this as an 
impossible match, not made in heaven. 
 
The purpose of this article is to get to the bottom of why for over 150 years there has been 
at least one unanswered objection to Saturday Sabbath, and why it could not be resolved 
until now.  Let’s take a closer look to find out what is really going on. To do so, we will 
investigate how three completely different calendars function, and whether or not they 
harmonize with the calendar facts of Scripture, so that we may be sure we are keeping 
Yahuwah’s true Sabbath.  If it matters to Yahuwah, it must be relevant to us. 

 
Three Calendar Comparisons 
The three calendars to be examined in detail and compared with Scripture are the early 
Roman Julian calendar, the modern Roman Gregorian calendar, and the Creator’s 
Lunisolar calendar.  
 
The Early Roman Julian Calendar 
The early Roman Julian calendar, because of its design incorporating a cycling eight-day 
week, has never been confused with the lunisolar calendar of Scripture.  This is because 
history testifies that Julius Caesar had a proactive agenda to remove all Hebrew/Jewish 
influence from his empire including the lunisolar calendation method utilized by Israel and 
the Torah (holy Scriptures).   The Julian calendar was the only calendar utilized by Rome 
during the time of Christ Yahushua (Jesus).  It was put in place in 45 B.C., but never 
accepted by the Hebrew nation for three reasons.  First, its eight-day week did not allow for 
a seventh-day Sabbath to be the final day of each week.  Second, this new week cycled 
without end and was not fixed to the lunar month as designed by the Creator in Eden.  
Third, during the time of Christ, Israel was a Sovereign nation. While controlled in part by 
Rome through taxation, it was not under full rule until the destruction of Jerusalem in A.D. 
70.   
 

In the mid-1st century B.C. Julius Cæsar invited Sosigenes, an 
Alexandrian astronomer, to advise him about the reform of the 
calendar, and Sosigenes decided that the only practical step was to 
abandon the lunar calendar altogether. Months must be arranged on 
a seasonal basis, and a tropical (solar) year used, as in the Egyptian 
calendar. “The Julian Calendar,” Encyclopedia Britannica.  
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This change from the luni-solar to a fixed solar calendar occurred 
in Rome during the repressive measures which were enacted 
against ALL Jewish customs . . . during the reign of Emperor 
Hadrian. With the fall of the Nazarene headquarters...at Jerusalem, 
this new Roman calendar quickly spread throughout 'Christendom.'  
This new calendar not only replaced yearly festival dates such as 
Passover, but it also revamped the concept of the week and its 
seventh day.   Iranaeus 2nd Century A.D. 

 
“In the years following Clement of Alexandria's time, an ominous change 
started to take place that was to radically change the Christian concept of 
the Sabbath.” Records the Encyclopedia Biblica:  “This intimate 
connection between the week and the month was soon dissolved. It is 
certain that the week soon followed a development of its own, and it 
became the custom -- without paying any regard to the days of the month 
(i.e. the luni-solar month) . . . so that the New Moon no longer coincided 
with the first day of the month.   Then, on page 4179 of the same 
encyclopedia, we read: "The introduction . . .of the custom of celebrating 
the Sabbath every 7th day, irrespective of the relationship of the day to the 
moon’s phases, led to a complete separation from the ancient view of the 
Sabbath. . .  Encyclopaedia Biblica, 1903 p. 5290. 

 
 
Modern Roman Gregorian Calendar 
The eight-day cycling weeks of the early Julian calendar was ultimately abolished by 
Constantine in A.D. 321, who established in its stead the current style of a seven-day week.  
This new week, while seven days in length is deceptive in nature, as it continued to hold on 
to its pagan roots of cycling without end.  This is Rome’s most masterful creation, as after 
200 years of compelling Israel to accept the eight-day week of Rome’s Julian calendar, it 
now gave to the conquered Israel nation a seven-day week on a silver platter, but with 
devilish strings attached.  Make no mistake, Rome, under the leadership of Constantine had 
not lost sight of its proactive purpose of undermining all things Hebrew.  History bears 
testimony that under intense persecution, the Jews finally accepted this new seven-day 
calendar as it did give a pretence of six days for work and a seventh-day Sabbath, albeit it 
was entirely disconnected from the moon and her lunar phases and the calendation set forth 
by the Sanctuary system, which was based on lunisolar calendation.  The decision to accept 
this calendar came under the Jewish leadership of Hillel II, in the Fourth Century A.D. 
 

Under the reign of Constantius the persecutions of the Jews reached such a 
height that . . . the computation of the calendar [was] forbidden under pain 
of severe punishment.  The Jewish Encyclopedia, “Calendar.” 

 
The modern seven-day week came into use during the early imperial period, 
after the Julian calendar came into effect, apparently stimulated by 
immigration from the Roman East. For a while it coexisted alongside the old 
8-day nundinal cycle, and fasti are known which show both cycles. It was 
finally given official status by Constantine in 321.   Roman Calendar 
Encyclopedia, Days of the Week. 
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The connection of the Sabbath with lunar phases, however, was (later) 
discarded by the Israelites . . .The New Schaff-Herzog Religious 
Encyclopedia, p. 135-136. 
 
Sabbath and New Moon (Rosh Hodesh), both periodically recur in the 
course of the year.  The New Moon is still, and the Sabbath originally was, 
dependent upon the lunar cycle.  Universal Jewish Encyclopedia, p. 410.  
 
A Profession Of Faith From The Church Of Constantinople in the 
year 325 C.E.(A.D.) Under The Emperor Constantine:  
I renounce all customs, rites, legalisms. unleavened breads & sacrifices of 
lambs of the Hebrews, and all other feasts of the Hebrews, sacrifices, 
prayers, aspersions, purifications, sanctifications and propitiations and 
fasts, and new moons, and Sabbaths, and superstitions, and hymns and 
chants and observances and Synagogues, and the food and drink of The 
Hebrews; in one word, I renounce everything Jewish, every law, rite and 
custom and if afterwards I shall wish to deny and return to Jewish 
superstition, or shall be found eating with The Jews, or feasting with them, 
or secretly conversing and condemning the Christian religion instead of 
openly confuting them and condemning their vain faith, then let the 
trembling of Gehazi cleave to me, as well as the legal punishments to 
which I acknowledge myself liable. And may I be anathema in the world to 
come, and may my soul be set down with Satan and the devils. Source: 
Parks, James The Conflict Of The Church And The Synagogue Athenaeum, 
New York, 1974, p. 397-398.  
 
“The present Jewish calendar was fixed in the fourth century.”  Jewish 
Theological Seminary of America, Letter by Louis Finkelstein to Dr. L. E. 
Froom, Feb. 20, 1939. Regarding the present Jewish calendar. 
 

During the Middle Ages, it began to become apparent that the Julian leap year formula had 
overcompensated for the actual length of a solar year, having added an extra day every 128 
years.  However, no adjustments were made to compensate.  By 1582, seasonal equinoxes 
were falling 10 days "too early," and some Roman holidays, such as Easter, did not always 
fall in the proper seasons.  In that year, Pope Gregory XIII authorized, and most Roman 
Catholic countries adopted, the "Gregorian" or "New Style" calendar.  As part of the 
change, ten days (calendar dates only) were dropped from the month of October, and the 
formula for determining leap years was revised so that only years divisible by 400 at the 
end of a century would be leap years.  January 1 was then established as the first day of the 
new year. Thus the modern Gregorian calendar was born.   
 
Some of the more recognizable features of the modern Roman Gregorian calendar are that 
the year only follows the apparent revolutions of the sun and begins in winter on January 
1st and ends in winter on December 31st, falling on any day of the cycling week.  The 
Gregorian months which are not months at all, but are referred to as calends, begin after the 
previous calend of 29, 30 or 31 days are complete, and again falling on any day of the week.  
So it is that the Gregorian week is not connected to the start of the Gregorian New Year or 
to the start of the calend, but rather its week floats through calends and years with no 
accountability to either.  The Roman Gregorian week follows a continuous and unbroken 
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chain of seven day cycles, always beginning on Sunday and ending on Saturday. It is 
claimed that this unbroken chain of weeks has never been lost or broken since the first 
week of creation and that the Roman Planetary names are the only thing added to the week 
over the years. This is a boast not provable by Scripture, history or astronomy. Finally, the 
Roman calendar date begins and ends at midnight, all the while following only the visual 
rotations of the sun around the earth.  Within the definitions of the Roman Gregorian 
calendation you will not find the word month, as true months are solely derived from the 
word “moon” and its ever changing phases, which commence with the new first visible 
crescent. 
 
The Lunisolar Calendar 
Features of the lunisolar calendar are derived from the orchestration, and three part 
mechanism of the sun, moon and stars as set forth at creation ( Genesis 1:14-18).  The year 
begins in the spring as divinely ordained in Scripture (Exodus 12:1-4) and illustrated by the 
Sanctuary service and its appointed times.  The month begins on New Moon day (Ezekiel 
46:1), which is the day following the first sighting of the crescent New Moon as seen on the 
previous evening in the western sky following sunset.  This is repeated each and every 
month for twelve or thirteen months. New Moons are never seventh-day Sabbaths, for the 
obvious reason they are not the seventh-day of anything, but the first day of each month.  
Four successive seven day weeks follow each New Moon day, and each month this 
sequence is repeated.  It is the New Moon that breaks the cycle of weeks each and every 
month.  The day is a twelve hour period (John 11:9) reckoned from sunrise to sunset 
(Psalms 113:3). The day and night were separated at creation (Genesis 1:4) and given 
entirely distinct methods of defining their length.  The twelve hours of the day are 
beaconed by the direct light rays of the sun, while the night is defined by the stars and the 
four watches of the night (Mark 13:35).  As you recall this luni-solar calendar was the 
perpetual basis for time in the heavenly Sanctuary, of which the earthly Sanctuary was 
patterned (Exodus 25:40).   
 
The seventh-day Sabbath is recorded approximately 150 times between Genesis and 
Revelation, while the New Moon is recorded nearly 300 times.  This fact demonstrates its 
divinely ordained importance.  If you find these numbers startling, it may be because you 
have not recognized the New Moons because in many places in Scriptures (chodesh #2320) 
has been miss-translated as “month” instead of the intended term “New Moon.”  The term 
“month” is derived from the word “moon” and cannot be separated from the luni-solar 
calendar, as this calendar has its basis in both the moon and the sun.   

       
 
The Creator’s calendar may appear to have some peculiar features when compared to the 
popular and widely used Roman Gregorian calendar.  It is known in astronomical terms as 
the luni-solar calendar, for the apparent reasons it is derived from the cycles and phases of 
the moon and visible sun.  Because the rotation cycles of the moon around the earth each 
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month are approximately 29 ½ days in length, every other month is either 29 or 30 days in 
length.  Still, adding up each rotation cycle (one lunation), there are twelve lunar months 
(lunations) each luni-solar year, with a total of 354 days instead of the solar 365 days.  So 
approximately every 3rd year there is an extra month inserted as the last month of a 13 
month year.  This extra month is called Adar II or Ve-Adar, and the 13 month year is called 
an embolismic year.  As a result, the lunisolar calendar is balanced out and ultimately 
harmonized with the solar calendation every 19 years.  So while the lunisolar calendar may 
appear to fluctuate from year to year it is always brought back into perfect harmony with 
the sun every 19 years.  Thus it is that the Creator’s calendar is called the luni-solar 
calendar by astronomers worldwide.  
 

  Two Basic Calendar Models 
Below is an example of a modern Roman Gregorian calendar for A.D 31.  Using Scriptures 
twelve criteria borrowed from the article, “Twelve Criteria of the True Crucifixion Date.” 
Utilizing only this calendar, is it possible to conclusively pinpoint the true crucifixion, the 
Sabbath and the resurrection dates as defined by Scripture?   
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 1.  Sanctuary Lunisolar Calendar  7.  Full Moon Day 
 2.  Year – A.D. 31                          8.  At Feast of Passover 
 3.  Season – Spring               9.  Crucifixion – 9th hour of death  
 4.  Month - Abib/Nisan                      10.  Feast of Unleavened bread on 15th 
 5.  Day of Month – 14th day               11.  High Sabbath Rest in Tomb 
 6.  Day of Week – 6th day (prep.)      12.  Resurrection Day/Wave Sheaf on 16th 

 

 
The answer is NO!  The reason for this is that Scripture requires that all of the criteria work 
together as coordinates to pinpoint exactly, at the epi-center of time, this most important 
event to ever occur on earth since creation. The crucifixion of the Messiah, the Son of 
Yahuwah, is of such monumental importance that the heavenly Father left no room for 
error with regards to its precise time. In locating it, one discovers the time keeping of 
heaven, which calls all mankind to return and be restored to its divine rhythms of New 
Moons, appointed Feast days, and seventh-day Sabbaths. The instructions given by the 
heavenly Father, Yahuwah, to Moses regarding His holy appointed feasts in Leviticus 23:1-
44, are coupled with the phases of the moon, and specific season and month to render it 
impossible to use the wrong calendar. Using the Roman Julian/Gregorian calendar will 
always be ineffective at arriving at an accurate date for the simple reason that it does not 
utilize the lunar phases to pinpoint its calendar dates.  In addition, unbroken cycles are used 
which float through the Roman year. According to Leviticus 23:1-44, the dates as defined 
by the lunar phases, are consistently in harmony with the days of the week from year to 
year.  No time system but that of the heavenly Sanctuary is able to define the true date of 
the crucifixion.  It is imperative to recognize that this system was given to Moses on the 
mount as a pattern for the earthly Sanctuary.  This system is revealed in the books of Moses. 
 
Of the twelve criteria listed above the Roman Julian/Gregorian calendar ignores months, 
which are defined by lunar phases.  It ignores that the lunar calendar dates of the 14th, 15th, 
and 16th must be located on the specific week days of the 6th, 7th and 1st, each and every 
year.  Modern calendation also ignores that the full moon was to be present around the 
night of the 13th or 14th.  Therefore, it is utterly impossible to locate the crucifixion on the 
Roman Julian/Gregorian calendar without the aide of a luni-solar calendar. 
 
The days of the Hebrew month were numbered from 1 to 29 or 30.  New  Moon  day  is 
called day 1 (this  is  the  first day  of the month, but  not the first day of the work week);  
the first Sabbath is the 8th day of the month and 7th day of  the week; the  second  Sabbath 
is day 15; the third Sabbath  is  day 22; and  the  last  Sabbath  is  day 29.  Each and every 
month  of  every  year  the  luni-solar  calendar  looks  exactly  the same since it was put in 
place at creation.  The only exception is that half of the months of each year have 29 days 
and half have 30.  Refer to luni-solar illustration below. 
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For the purpose of illustration, below you will see the Julian/Gregorian calendar is the 
framework of squares with the dates in brown, while the luni-solar (Creation/Sanctuary) 
calendar is the overlay in blue, and is represented by the phases of the moon.  It will appear 
that the Creator’s calendar floats thru the man made Julian/Gregorian calendar, but in fact 
the opposite is true.  Here you will see the discrepancy between the two calendars, 
specifically as it relates to the seventh-day Sabbath.  This clearly reveals how the twelve 
criteria act as Yahuwah’s ordained GPS unit in the sky to pinpoint the exact year, day and 
hour as well as the true calendar system.  All calendar dates given in Scripture are counted 
from the New Moon day.  Therefore when Leviticus states that Passover is located on the 
14th it is the 14th day from the New Moon.  Scriptural dates and lunar phases are forever 
linked by the principles that rule in the heavens as ordained at creation. 
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Since light is the signature of the Creator, the Biblical Hebrew practice was to begin the 
month on the day following the first visible crescent moon, rather than the dark conjunction 
lunar phase.  With the aid of astronomical records, the first visible crescent was visible on 
the night of what would have been April 11, of the Julian/Gregorian calendar in A.D. 31, if 
that method of calendation had existed at that time.  As a result, the 12th was observed as 
New Moon day.   

The Millerites were clear . . . that the first day of the new month always 
followed the moon’s first appearance, and did not precede it.                     
Grace Amadon Collection, 1939 

Below you will see the reverse of the above calendar.  Here the Creator’s luni-solar 
calendar is the framework in blue, with the Julian/Gregorian calendar as an overlay in gold 
lettering.  You will see that in reality it is the man made Julian/Gregorian calendar that 
floats thru the Creator’s calendar, which is fixed the timing of the New Moon as set forth at 
creation. 
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On occasion a Gregorian calendar Saturday will match the Creator’s calendar Feast day or 
a month of Sabbaths; but they will not match the next month of Sabbaths, the next series of 
Feasts, nor will they fall at the same time the next year.  For the Julian/Gregorian calendar 
to be the true calendar, each appointed Feast must match perfectly the current year, as well 
as all the years past and future.  In other words the match cannot be an isolated event, but 
must be reproducible each and every week, of each and ever month, of each and every year. 
 
As in Christ’s Day, So in Our Day 
It is not difficult to recognize that Christ Yahushua kept all the appointed feast days from 
His earliest years until His death.  Passover as the first of the annual feasts prophesied His 
death to occur on that exact same lunar calendar date, the 14th of the lunar month as 
counted from the New Moon.  Passover always fell on the 6th day of the week and was 
followed by the seventh-day Sabbath. Our Savior’s self sacrifice on the cross was not the 
end of His work of restoring mankind back to the Father, but rather it was the first of three 
basic phases that are divided into seven categories to be fulfilled by His heavenly 
Sanctuary ministry on behalf of sinful man. This will culminate in His return to earth at the 
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second coming. All the feasts are governed by the lunisolar Hebrew calendar, which was 
still clearly in affect and adhered to by the Jews in A.D. 31. Because we know that Christ 
Yahushua kept all the appointed feasts, we know with certainty that He kept all the New 
Moons as well. This is because the Feasts are governed by lunisolar calendation, which in 
turn are beaconed by the New Moon each month. There are simply no calendar dates 
mentioned in Scripture that are not counted from the New Moon. The Wave Sheaf or First 
Fruits offering was the Feast that prophesied His resurrection to the very day, the 16th of 
Abib on the first day of the week. He was the fulfillment of the First Fruits offering (Wave 
Sheaf), by His death and resurrection. Then, fifty days later the Feast of Pentecost was also 
fulfilled by Christ, who was ordained by His Father, when and where He commenced His 
ministry as Priest in the heavenly Sanctuary above.  
 
Saturday at the time of Christ’s death simply was not synonymous with the 
Hebrew/Torah’s Seventh-day Sabbath as was set forth by the celestial bodies at Creation 
defining the lunisolar calendation system.  As a result, it is still true today, that Saturday is 
not synonymous with the Hebrew seventh-day Sabbath of the Scriptures. The Roman Julian 
eight-day week calendar was not enforced upon any Hebrew people until after the death of 
Christ, and most likely not until the destruction of Jerusalem in A.D. 70. 
                                 
In light of the above three calendar examples, as they relate to Christ’s last week on earth, 
Saturday was not in sync with the Sabbath of Scripture neither in A.D. 31 nor today. The 
Gregorian calendar has never changed its successive seven-day cycle once it changed from 
the original eight-day cycle by order of Constantine in A.D. 324.  Could Rome be the real 
source for the mistaken idea of an unbroken succession of weeks since creation? Yes. Just 
because the Creator’s calendar is a completely different method of calendation than what 
we have grown accustomed to via brainwashing, does that mean it is too confusing or 
wrong?   
 

         Unfamiliar is no more synonymous with wrong 
         than familiar is synonymous with right. 

 
New Moons  
The Creator’s calendar week is patterned after His faithful witnesses in the sky.  
 

It shall be established forever like the moon, even like the faithful       
witness in the sky.  Psalms 89:37 
 
And I will give power to my two witnesses, and they will prophesy one 
thousand two hundred and sixty days, clothed in sackcloth.  
Revelation 11:3  

  
The New Moon beacons the beginning of each new month.  It is day one of each month and 
never a 7th day Sabbath.  The New Moon is followed by four successive weeks that are 
exhibited by the moons waxing and waning phases.  Following day one of each month is 
the first day of the week.  Each work week of six days ends with the seventh-day Sabbath, 
which always falls on either the 8th, 15th, 22nd, or 29th day of the month.  While this 
concept may be a startlingly new concept, Yahuwah has never been dependant upon man to 
create a calendar nor has He needed our approval for His choice of calendation.  In His 
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wisdom, the sun, moon and stars were created on the fourth day, prior to any possible 
human intervention. The mere fact that it is unfamiliar or different from what we are 
accustomed to, does not mean it is difficult, confusing or wrong.  Every student of 
Scripture will recognize that it was this very system that governed the rhythm of the 
heavenly and earthy sanctuary.  As a result, as long as sin exists and the restorative and 
redemptive process is moving forward by our Savior and heavenly Priest, time will be 
measured by lunisolar calendation.  But we are told in Isaiah 66:23 that it will continue on 
into the new earth, and eternity as well.  
 

And it shall come to pass that from one New Moon to another, and from one 
Sabbath to another, all flesh shall come to worship before Me," says the 
LORD. Isaiah 66:23  NKJV 

 
Most people have had no idea that the original pagan Julian calendar was not recognized by 
the Hebrew communities at the time of Christ.  The mere fact that in A.D. 31 the Julian 
calendar was an eight-day week that cycled without end, is self-evident that the Hebrews 
did not keep it.  Instead, they kept the Creator’s luni-solar calendar spoken of in Genesis 
1:14, Exodus 12, 16 and 19, which was wholly based on the orchestrated action of the sun, 
moon and stars. This accurate, detailed method of time keeping was passed down by 
Yahuwah’s faithful, from generation to generation.  It was only after Rome conquered 
Jerusalem in A.D. 70 that the Jews began to succumb to the ways of Rome and her pagan 
calendar, but this was a process that took approximately 250 years.

The Calendar Used by Miller to Calculate the 2300 day Prophecy  
There seems to be only one calendar in existence that perfectly harmonizes all twelve 
criteria for the week of Abib 14, A.D. 31.  The only calendar that resolves all Sunday 
keeper objections, specifically THE CROSS, is the Creator’s luni-solar calendar.  Perhaps 
you have never heard of this calendar until now.  It was this calendar that 
William Miller used to connect all the dots (dates) of the 2300 day/year 
Prophecy.  This was also the calendar that the Karaite Jews had 
preserved from antiquity as the Creator’s calendar.  This calendar was 
used from the time of Abraham to the time of Christ and His apostles.  In 
contrast this was not the calendar of the Rabbinical Jews, whom Miller 
discovered were off in their calendation by a month and kept a Saturday 
Sabbath.  Another significant point that was made by Miller was in the 
reckoning of New Moons.  When all the evidence was in, he chose to 
reckon the New Moon as the horned crescent lunar phase rather than the 
popular dark conjunction phase of the moon. His choice is in harmony with Scriptures 
record of the testimony and observation of two or three witnesses, which would be difficult 
at best with a lunar conjunction phase, as it is the dark phase and not visible.  Ellen White 
placed her stamp of approval on the year 1844, the Month, October (Tisri or Ethanim), and 
the 22nd day, completely supporting it as the correct day.   
 
The impossibility of a Friday crucifixion, in A.D. 31, as displayed on the Roman 
Gregorian calendar, followed by Christ’s rest in the tomb on a Saturday, was a truth 
acknowledged by the early Adventist pioneers. This is not a conspiracy theory dreamed 
up by opposers of the truth.  In fact William Miller 1782-1849, himself originally 
believed that Christ was crucified in A.D. 33 instead of A.D. 31, simply because he was 
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not able to harmonize Sunday (his Sabbath) of the modern Roman Gregorian Calendar to 
Christ’s Resurrection.  (See Prophetic Faith of Our Fathers, Vol. 4, by L.E. Froom, 
Review & Herald Publishing Association, p. 478).   
 
Isaac Newton’s Revelation 
It is doubtful that Miller discovered that the full moon for Nisan, in A.D. 31 fell on a 
Gregorian calendar Tuesday/Wednesday, and not on the Friday crucifixion, thus making it 

impossible for Yahushua to have rested in the tomb on a Saturday, 
followed by a Sunday Resurrection.   
 
However, just one hundred years prior, Sir Isaac Newton, the notable 
mathematician and physicist, 1643-1727, published his book, 
“Observations Upon the Prophecies of Daniel and the Apocalypse.”  
Because of his assertions that the (Roman Gregorian) “Sunday” 
could not coincide with the 16th of Abib in A.D. 31 or A.D. 35, the 
Catholic Church opted to change their historic record, and instead 
declared the year of the crucifixion as A.D. 33. This was 

accomplished just so “Sunday” would coincide with the lunisolar resurrection, all the 
while maintaining the illusion that she was the true Christian church, as it was founded on 
the Sunday morning resurrection of Christ. This is why the Sunday keeping Roman 
Catholic Church today and most Protestant churches cling to A.D. 33.  Make no mistake, 
if Sunday could not be harmonized with A.D. 31, then neither could Saturday, the day 
that preceded it. This was no small matter with ripple effects that have followed for 
nearly 300 years.    
 
Sir Isaac Newton, in his book dismissed all Julian years, as viable crucifixion years, that 
did not align Abib 14 with a Friday, and Abib 16, the Resurrection with Sunday, stating:  
 

“The years 31 and 35 are excluded, because in them the Passion 
[crucifixion] cannot fall on Friday, without making it three days after the 
full moon, or four days before it: errors so enormous, that they would be 
very conspicuous in the heavens to every vulgar eye.”  Sir Isaac Newton, 
Observations Upon the Prophecies of Daniel and the Apocalypse, 1733, 
pp. 164-165.  
 

Newton admitted his own “assumption” that the crucifixion occurred on a Friday, even 
though it is a known fact today that the early Julian calendar week consisted of a revolving 
eight day week, which would have placed Friday on a different sequence altogether. 
Second, the earliest seven day week cycle that was later adopted, had a different order for 
its days than it has today.  Friday on that calendar was the seventh-day:  So it is seen that 
Newton himself was a victim of current Roman calendar dogma even though he was 
mathematically and astronomically proficient.  Newton was using his knowledge of both to 
align the lunisolar calendar with a man-made, erroneous calendar that was neither in place, 
nor used by Scripture whatsoever, therefore his final conclusions were in error. 
 

“I take it for granted that the passion was on Friday the 14th day of Nisan, 
the great feast of the Passover on Saturday the 15th day of Nisan, and the 
resurrection on the day following.”  Sir Isaac Newton, Observations Upon 
the Prophecies of Daniel and the Apocalypse, 1733, p. 160.  
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Newton’s error was in trying to sanction the assumed validity of the Roman Julian 
calendar’s unbroken cycling week, coupled with an incomplete knowledge of Hebrew 
lunisolar calendation. Thus, He failed to recognize that in Hebrew lunisolar calendation a 
thirteenth month is inserted approximately seven times every nineteen years, bringing it 
into harmony with the solar calendar.  He also was forgetting that the Roman Julian 
calendar had only been created in 45 B.C. and had never yet been implemented in Israel.  
As long as Israel was a sovereign nation they would never have accepted that cycling 
“eight day week” calendar.  So, rather than believe his own eyes that his astronomical 
lunisolar calculations were without fault, he was trying to align them with a fictitious man-
made calendar system, that neither existed at the time, nor was ever utilized in Scripture. 
 
His research reveals the reason why the Catholic church changed the Resurrection date in 
history from A.D. 31 to A.D. 33.  The very fact the “church” necessitated this change, to 
harmonize their holy day “Sunday” with the lunisolar calendar, demonstrates the Papacy’s 
knowledge of the supreme importance of the Hebrew lunisolar calendar.  Still greater than 
this is the fact that the “CROSS” of our Saviour is the truest test of accurate Biblical 
lunisolar timekeeping. 
 
The Conflict  
Is there any reason why Newton’s theories, while somewhat flawed, would not be a 
continued question ringing in the ears of this relatively young Seventh-day Adventist 
Church?  Certainly, Newton’s challenge to a Sunday resurrection in A.D. 31, would have 
an equally challenging impact upon the early Adventists belief in a Saturday Sabbath in the 
tomb on Abib 15 of the same year. By default this would mean that Saturday could not 
have fallen on the 15th of the lunar month of Abib, nor on the seventh-day of the week.   
 
In 1883, approximately forty years following the Great Disappointment of 1844, the 
problem of Friday, Saturday and Sunday not corresponding with the lunisolar 14th, 15th and 
16th of Abib of A.D. 31, was still a mystery and therefore unresolved.  In that year, the first 
Adventist Yearbook was published. It included calendar information for all of 1883, 
including dates and times for the astronomical new moon, first quarter, full moon and last 
quarter phases of the moon.  In addition, it included the short two sentence phrase known 
as “the one unanswerable objection” to a Saturday Sabbath.  This was a known 
discrepancy among both Sunday keepers as well as Saturday Sabbath keepers in the early 
years.  The ultimate culprit being the unbroken cycles of successive weeks of pagan origin 
that was set up in defiance of the Hebrew lunisolar calendar at the time of Julius Caesar.  It 
had been established as the foundation of the Roman Julian eight-day week, later changed 
by Constantine to a seven-day unending cycle of weeks.  Then in 1582, Pope Gregory 
made his final adjustments and named it the Gregorian calendar.   
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Because this one unanswerable objection 
has been less well known within 
Adventism in recent years, does this mean 
that it has since been resolved or been 
answered?  Such a serious charge could not 
simply vanish into thin air.  For it to appear 
to be resolved, the Saturday Sabbath would 
have to be on Thursday of the first month 
of Abib in A.D. 31, so as to harmonize 
with the crucifixion week. It simply can’t 
be both Saturday and Thursday.  In 
addition, it would still have to be on 
Thursday today, as Leviticus 23 defines the 
lunar calendar dates consistently fell on the 
same days of the week. Furthermore, all 
the Bible students in the entire world 
would need to be blind folded, so they 
would never discover this discrepancy or 
bring it to our attention.  In this way it 
might appear to be resolved, but in 
actuality it has only been silenced.  
Therefore, one might ask, by whom and 
why would it be silenced?  There have 
been a few in the 20th century to discover 
this discrepancy, and tried to bring it to the 
attention of Seventh-day Adventist Church 
leaders.   
 
The heavenly Father Yahuwah is seeking, in these last days, to restore His faithful and true 
witnesses, the sun, moon and stars, to their rightful and exalted position in the minds of His 
faithful, as true beacons of time. Not so that we may worship them, but rather that we may 
align ourselves with His divine time signature and the rhythm of heaven and the unfallen 
worlds. Only when the Creator’s true calendar is elevated to it’s rightful position will it be 
evident that Saturday of pagan Roman origin, is not in harmony with the qualifying “twelve 
criteria of the true crucifixion week” of Daniel 9:24-27 in the year A.D. 31,  and the true 
seventh-day Sabbath.  
 

And God said, Let there be lights in the firmament of the heaven to divide 
the day from the night; and let them be for signs, and for seasons (times), 
and for days, and years:  And let them be for lights in the firmament of the 
heaven to give light upon the earth: and it was so.   And God made two great 
lights; the greater light to rule the day, and the lesser light to rule the night: 
he made the stars also.   And God set them in the firmament of the heaven to 
give light upon the earth, and to rule over the day and over the night, and to 
divide the light from the darkness: and God saw that it was good.  Genesis 
1:14-18 
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What about Ellen White? 

This Creator’s luni-solar calendar acts as a bridge of prophetic time, 
connecting the past with the present on the Creator’s clock/calendar.  
He clocked in on 457 B.C., A.D. 31, A.D. 538, and on October 22, 
1844.  It appears that He will be clocking in again very soon.  But 
what becomes clear is that the Creator’s calendation system is the 
same yesterday, today and forever.  In spite of multiple, man made 
calendars in use today, His will never end.  It is clearly different from 
all others; for through it and it alone, the divine appointed Feasts and 
Sabbaths have their fulfillment from eternity past to eternity future.   
  

And it shall come to pass that from one New Moon to another, and from one 
Sabbath to another, all flesh shall come to worship before Me," says the 
LORD.  Isaiah 66:23 
 
I saw that God had children, who do not see and keep the Sabbath. They had 
not rejected the light on it. And at the commencement of the time of trouble, 
we were filled with the Holy Ghost as we went forth [Hosea. 6:2, 3.] and 
proclaimed the Sabbath more fully. This enraged the church, and nominal 
Adventists, as they could not refute the Sabbath truth.  And at this time, 
God's chosen, all saw clearly that we had the truth, and they came out and 
endured the persecution with us. Word to the Little Flock, p.18. 

 
It is significant that Ellen White here refers to the remnant as proclaiming the Sabbath more 
fully.  It is clear that heavenly Father, by this time, will have given additional light of truth 
on the subject of the Sabbath, because now it is seen that no one can refute or bring 
objections to this new and improved Sabbath truth.  There is only one resolution to a faulty 
seventh-day Sabbath, and that is a change to the correct calendar. 
 

There is no excuse for anyone in taking the position that there is no more  
truth to be revealed, and that all our expositions  of Scripture  are without  
an error.  The fact that certain doctrines have been held as truth for many  
years by our people, is not a proof that our ideas  are infallible.  Age will  
not make error into truth, and truth can afford to be fair.  No true doctrine  
will lose anything by close investigation.    
Councils to Writers and Editors, p. 35.    
 

While Ellen White was shown by Yahuwah that “the seventh-day is the Sabbath,” she was 
never shown by Him that Saturday is the seventh-day.  There is a big difference. It appears 
that an assumption was made by all in her day that the seventh-day was Saturday on the 
Roman Julian/Gregorian calendar, and the heavenly Father did not correct them.  After all 
it would have been truly the logical assumption, in light of the fact they were not aware that 
the Gregorian calendar was not the self same calendar as that of creation. For some, this 
may seem hard to believe, but is there precedence for this having ever taken place 
previously?  Yes.   
 
Does Yahuwah Ever Hold His Hand Over Truth?  
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We are told by Ellen White that the Father held His hand over a few errors on William 
Miller’s prophetic chart because He had a purpose in doing so, and as a result many people 
experienced what is known as the Great Disappointment.  However, many more since that 
time have been abundantly blessed by the truths that were brought to light.  Also, a few 
years later in the newly organized Seventh-day Adventist Church, an assumption had been 
made that they were to keep Sabbath from 6 P.M. Friday to 6 P.M. Saturday.  After perhaps 
several years there was divine intervention to reveal their error.  Said the angel, “From even 
unto even, shall ye celebrate your Sabbath. Take the word of God, read it, understand, and 
ye cannot err.  Read carefully and ye shall there find what even is, and when it is.”  Ellen 
White inquired why it had been thus, that at this late day we must change the time of 
commencing the Sabbath. “Said the angel, ‘Ye shall understand, but not yet, not yet.’” 
Testimonies, Vol.1, p. 116.  Notice in the above passage that Ellen White never received 
confirmation that their new way of keeping Sabbath, from sunset to sunset, was indeed 
correct.  In addition the angel ended the discussion with “Ye shall understand, but not yet, 
not yet,” which shows the Father had a purpose in not revealing it to her at that time.  Refer 
to article, “From Even Unto Even.”    

         
Just as it is important when discussing religious matters to define the foundation upon 
which both parties will agree to base their dialog, it is imperative to establish which 
calendation method supersedes the other and is foundational in all of Scripture. From 
Genesis 1:14 we know that the Creator placed the sun, moon and stars in position to define 
time, for signs, seasons, days and years.  We know that there is no other calendation system 
promoted in Scripture other than the Sanctuary’s lunisolar system.  History also bears out 
that calends, the man-made form of a month, is not a month at all because it does not 
follow the month’s divinely appointed lunar phases.  Rather, calends divide 365 days into 
twelve calends of varying length to make a complete solar year, all the while utilizing a 
system of unbroken succession of weeks cycling without end since Creation.  These two 
types of calendation are at odds with one another and never in harmony.  
 
There is no other graphic that so perfectly illustrates the inherent conflict between lunisolar 
calendation and Roman Gregorian calendation, with its floating unbroken cycles of weeks 
than this lunisolar calendar depicting the lunar phases for A.D. 31. 
 
Horizontally, the lunar phases define the length of each month of the crucifixion year, A.D. 
31.  In addition notice the layout of the weeks and their appointed lunisolar seventh-day 
Sabbaths.  Notice then how the holy appointed spring and fall Feasts are perfectly laid out 
commencing on the seventh-day Sabbath and followed by a seventh-day Sabbath, a point 
often missed in the Leviticus rendering. 
 
The black boxes and all the black type represent the Roman Julian/Gregorian calendation.  
Specifically the black boxes are the beginning of each Julian/Gregorian month.  Notice 
how the black boxes don’t stay in harmony with the lunar phases at all, but float through 
the lunisolar calendar. The black type within those boxes and otherwise filling the page 
represent the Julian/Gregorian calendar unbroken cycle of week days, as well as calendar 
dates.  Notice how these weeks visibly float through the lunisolar weeks as defined by the 
lunar phases.

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Twelve Criteria of the True Crucifixion Date 
It is the twelve criteria of the true crucifixion date, as an unbroken bundle that identify the 
one and only true calendar of Yahuwah’s creation. It regulated the services and appointed 
Holy Feast days of His Tabernacle on earth and continues in heaven’s true Tabernacle not 
made with hands, until He returns for His faithful. As a banner waving high in the heavens, 
His true calendar declares glory and honor to the Creator and Redeemer, “the Lamb of God 
who takes away the sins of the world.” If the twelve criteria could have been reconciled to 
the Julian/Gregorian calendar, it would have been long ago.  But in the seventeenth century, 
following the documentation of Sir Isaac Newton, the notable mathematician and physicist, 
the Pope of Rome was forced to seek an alternate year that could be harmonized with 
Sunday worship and the date of the Resurrection.  Of necessity it had to be in harmony 
with at least some of the twelve criteria as defined in Scripture. This is History.  This is 
why to this day the Catholic Church as well as most Protestant denominations teach that 
Christ was crucified in the year A.D. 33 instead of A.D. 31.  Their Sunday had to fall on 
the Resurrection day, even if they had to move the true Resurrection date to a different year 
to accomplish it.  This is no small matter.  
  
Then in 1844 William Miller and Samuel Snow discovered it, and found the Creator’s luni-
solar calendar preserved by the Karaite Jews, to be the only way to connect all the dots 
(dates) of the 2300 day/year prophecy.  Could this be why William Miller never accepted 
the Saturday Sabbath? 
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Once again in 1938 Grace Amadon, along with the General Conference appointed research 
committee met to study the affects the proposed New World Calendar would have on the 
S.D.A. church.  In the process, the discrepancy of the crucifixion (THE CROSS) with the 
Saturday of the Gregorian calendar was once again discovered.  When it was taken to the 
Church leaders, it was decided that it would only confuse the common people, and cause 
them to loose trust in their leaders as they discovered they had been lead to keep the wrong 
Sabbath.  So the whole discovery was shelved.  There are over 5000 letters and documents 
preserved in the Grace Amadon Collection, which is kept safe in a vault at Andrews 
University.  There is however, one known source that has placed this most compelling 
evidence of the Grace Amadon Collection into a fascinating book entitled, “The Great 
Calendar Controversy.”  
  
The Creator’s luni-solar calendar is the treasure map of our Creator showing the way back 
to the garden (Eden).  In it, He has given clues which are the keys that unlock Daniel & 
Revelation, and the true Sabbath.  One calendar is the true and the other the fake.  One can 
be verified Biblically, historically and astronomically.  The other calendar was 
manufactured by man in utter defiance of the Eternal Self-existent Yahuwah. It clearly   
does not harmonize with the criteria of the Creator’s luni-solar calendar that was in use at 
the time of the crucifixion.  
 
Is it possible that the luni-solar calendar and its corresponding seventh-day Sabbath will be 
understood and embraced as the long lost truth by Yahuwah’s remnant at the very end of 
time?  Perhaps at the time appointed, these faithful witnesses will then sound the alarm just 
as the whole world prepares to embrace the Benedictine New World Calendar, scheduled 
for 2012.  Is it possible that the Creator’s luni-solar calendar along with the true seventh-
day Sabbath could be the final test for Yahushua’s people?  Certainly this is in harmony 
with what Ellen White said regarding the Sabbath being the final test. 
 
There has never been a command given by Yahuwah to keep another day Holy other than 
our Creator’s seventh-day Sabbath, New Moons or Feast days.  In the very same manner, 
there has never been a command for mankind to manufacture a new method of calendation 
outside of what He has already established at creation, when He place the sun and moon to 
rule in the heavens.   
 
The final test for Yahuwah’s remnant is emerging to be much larger than simply choosing 
between Saturday and Sunday, which as you recall is only one half of the puzzle. Adding 
the fact that there had been an eight-day calendar legislated upon Israel around A.D. 70, 
that abolished all her feast days and Sabbaths, adds a whole new dimension.  It appears that 
the final test will be over our choice of calendars, the true and the false.  In making this 
choice we are declaring our loyalties and define who we worship.  This in turn will expose 
the counterfeit Saturday Sabbath, and define the true 
seventh-day Sabbath of our Creator and Savior.  
 
Repairers of the Breach 
As this solemn yet eye-opening truth is presented, 
Yahuwah’s people today are called to join with Ezra 
and Nehemiah as “repairers of the breach” by 
restoring the lost or forgotten truths, one truth upon 
another.  If there was no breach, why would we be 
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called to repair it?  Perhaps in addition to your choice of a day, your choice of 
calendar will determine your destiny. 

    
 Jesus sends his people a message of warning to prepare them for his 
coming. . . This message was not to be committed to the religious leaders of 
the people. . . Because of their pride and unbelief, the Lord passed them by, 
and  revealed his  truth to  men  in  humble  life,  who  had  given  heed to 
all the light they had received.  Spirit of Prophecy, Vol. 4, p. 200. 

   
There is no excuse for anyone in taking the position that there is no more 
truth to be revealed, and that all our expositions of Scripture are without an 
error.

Perhaps our wise Heavenly Father has reserved this piece of the puzzle of “present truth” to 
fortify the remnant that they may gain the victory over Babylon, the beast and the dragon, 
and ultimately reject their mark. 
 

Different periods in the history of the church have each been marked by the 
development of some special truth, adapted to the necessities of God’s 
people at that time.  Every new truth has made its way against hatred and 
opposition . . . The Lord gives a special truth for the people in an emergency.  
Who dare refuse to publish it?  He commands His servants to present the 
last invitation of mercy to the world.  They cannot remain silent, except at 
the peril of their souls.  Christ’s ambassadors have nothing to do with the 
consequences.  They must perform their duty and leave the results with God.  
Great Controversy, p. 609. 

 
Pray earnestly  that our Creator and Savior will open our eyes to His truth in these last hours 
of earth’s history.  We have an awesome responsibility to be reconciled to Yahuwah and 
stand with the faithful in the light of His present truth.  May we be willing to “follow the 
Lamb whithersoever He goeth.” The Lamb is represented as moving and not standing idle.  
Our duty is to follow.  Though at times it may appear impossible, He will make a way.  
Which will you choose?  Whom will you serve?

In  the  final   analysis,  let  it not  be  lost  upon  the   reader that the above study has  just 
been  tested  by  you, and  was  based  on  four  foundational  truths:  The Biblical Twelve 
Criteria;  Historical   Record;   Astronomical   Time;   and   lastly  by   Ellen  White.  Ask 
yourself, “Does  this  appear  to  be  a  fairly solid  four  legged  foundation  of  truth?”  If 
so, the Creator and Redeemer is calling you to action.  Soon  you  may  be  arrested, 
imprisoned and tried  before a  court  of law, for your choice of  Sabbath day in  defiance of 
the  “New World Order.”  Will your  Sabbath  stand  up  wholly irrefutable  before  the  
world,  on  the  firm  foundation  of  the Hebrew  Scriptures?   Or  will  it  be  discovered, 
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only too late,  that  your Saturday Sabbath  is a counterfeit, and  the second  half of  a  dual 
deception  of the beast power.  Will you  cling  courageously  by  faith,  to  a  
Babylonian/Roman cycling Saturday Sabbath tradition, that is still not free from the dogma 
of the “one great unanswerable objection - THE CROSS?”

OBJECTIONS TO THE SABBATH: 
“There are many objections urged against the seventh-day 
Sabbath, which can be easily answered; such as that it 
originated with Moses; is ceremonial in its nature; is 
indefinite in its wording; was abolished by Christ; was 
changed by Christ and His apostles; that we cannot tell

which day it is; that time is gained or lost by going round 
the world in different directions; that at the poles it is six 
months day and six months night, etc., etc.  Everything in 
this line we are ready to meet.  But there is one objection—
and as we wish to be perfectly frank with the reader, we 
squarely acknowledge that there is one objection—which 
we cannot answer.  It is esteemed by many a very strong 
one.  It has doubtless kept more people from the observance 
of the Sabbath than any other one thing, and will keep many 
more; and should the reader on this account refuse to accept 
the doctrine, while we should be very sorry, we could not 
help it.  What is this unanswerable objection?—It is this—
THE CROSS!  In this rebellious world there is a cross in 
believing in God and obeying His law, especially in the 
keeping of His Sabbath.  This will subject you, perchance, 
to some inconvenience, and bring upon you the opposition 
and ridicule of men.  But while we cannot remove this 
cross, we do not say that there are no compensating 
circumstances.  There are.  Obedience will secure you peace 
of conscience, the favor of God, and at last Christ’s glorious 
benediction, ‘Blessed are they that do His commandments 
that they may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in 
through the gates into the city.’  If you value these things 
more than the fleeting friendship of this world, they 
objection we speak of will not amount to much; otherwise it 
will.  Be careful to look at things in the true light and decide 
aright.” Uriah Smith, The Gospel Sickle, April 1, 1886. 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
Response to the Opposition: 
Remember the specific phrase that Uriah Smith is responding to, was in the calendar 
section of the 1883 S.D.A. Yearbook which stated:  
  

 
Those who disbelieve in the seventh-day Sabbath bring 
against it numerous objections, all of which are readily 
answered with the exception of one—THE CROSS. This is 
the great, the unanswerable objection to the Bible Sabbath.   
Seventh-day Adventist Yearbook, 1883 

 
 
These two sentences refer specifically to the objections that Sunday keepers have 
accumulated against keeping the seventh-day Sabbath, which was defined by the S.D.A.’s 
as Saturday.  Then it is disclosed that there is indeed one unanswerable objection to a 
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Saturday Sabbath, and was then declared to Saturday Sabbath keepers. That one objection 
to a Saturday Sabbath, is THE CROSS of Christ Yahushua, which Adventists assumed to 
be the Bible Sabbath.  The last sentence does appear to confuse the whole statement, but 
makes more since if it said, “THE CROSS is the unanswerable objection to the perceived 
Bible Sabbath.  As it was a known fact in the 1800’s that the astronomical records of lunar 
phases and the unbroken cycle of Roman calendar weeks, which punctuated a Saturday 
Sabbath, did not intersect at THE CROSS in A.D. 31.  Thus, THE CROSS was empirically 
the one unanswerable objection to a Saturday Sabbath.   
 
It is history that Sir Isaac Newton revealed that the Friday/Saturday/Sunday of the Roman 
Julian/Gregorian calendar has never been in harmony with the cross of Christ Yahushua in 
A.D. 31, the true crucifixion date according to the prophecy of Daniel 9:24. When the 
Roman Catholic Church got wind that their “holy” Sunday did not actually line up with the 
resurrection of Christ, they changed the year of Christ’s crucifixion from A.D. 31 to A.D. 
33, just so they would coincide. This is where the teaching comes from as held by both 
Catholics and most Protestants since the 16th century. All was a manufactured scheme to 
align the Roman calendar with Christ’s resurrection. Therefore we have no excuse.  
Perhaps Isaac Newton’s illustrations looked very much like the above A.D. 31 illustration 
displaying a full month of lunar phases across the top.   
   
If you are not very careful in reading Uriah Smith’s statement, you will miss that he 
entirely switched the one unanswerable objection to keeping a Saturday Sabbath to an 
objection to Sunday keepers are not being faithful to taking up their personal cross of faith. 
Notice the underlined portion of his statement, which I highlighted.  Here he has presented 
THE CROSS as unanswerable by Sunday keepers, of which they are unwilling to answer 
because of their unfaithfulness to take up their cross in obedience to the Fourth 
Commandment.  His new formulated view of the one unanswerable objection, is that of 
Sunday keepers not being willing to bear their cross of faithfulness to all of the Lord’s 
Commandments, the fourth of which defines the seventh-day Sabbath.  His further points 
regarding obedience are all good, but this is not a correct response to the meaning of “the 
one unanswerable objection—THE CROSS.”  This is a discussion of apples and oranges, 
apples = the one unanswerable objection to a Saturday Sabbath—THE CROSS, in contrast 
to oranges = the one unanswerable objection to Sunday keepers lack of faithfulness in 
bearing their cross of obedience.  These are opposing thoughts, and not a correct definition 
of what is meant by “the one unanswerable objection.”  Uriah Smith shifted the direct 
meaning of the two sentence quote and avoided altogether the any discussion of the truths 
that Sir Isaac Newton had uncovered, which had been so profound as to cause the Roman 
Catholic Church to change the year for the Crucifixion and Resurrection of Christ the 
Messiah.  Was this a proactive attack on the revelation of truth by Uriah Smith, or an ill 
conceived blunder?

Seventh-day Adventist Yearbook, 1883 
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This sentence defines the cross of Christ as the one unanswerable objection to the seventh-
day (Saturday) Sabbath. THE CROSS in all capital letters is unmistakable evidence 
referring to the cross of Christ and not a cross that we are each to bear. 
 
Either, Uriah Smith did not understand the statement, or he proactively chose to steer the 
Adventist believers off course in their understanding of this statement of the one 
unanswerable objection to a Saturday Sabbath being THE CROSS.   
 
If Uriah Smith had clarified the truth regarding the lunisolar calendar and the Roman 
Gregorian calendar not coinciding at the cross, might the S.D.A. history been different?  
Might the Adventist Church moved forward in the 1880’s to discover the truth in Galatians 
as presented by A.T. Jones and E.G. Waggoner, which received the seal of Ellen White in 
regards to the Feasts and their lunisolar time keeping?  Might it been discovered that the 
true seventh-day Sabbath of Scripture is beaconed by the New Moon of the lunisolar 
calendar?  Might the latter rain continued to fall on the S.D.A church and the world as it 
moved forward in obedience to the new light presented?  Might Christ Yahushua have 
come err this, as Ellen White had revealed that with this message the fourth angel was to 
sound the trumpet?   To all of these the answer is YES!   
 
May we intelligently learn from history. Let us not make the same mistake in our day, but 
rather choose to walk in the light of truth as the Father progressively leads onward and 
upward out of the false traditions of men.
