This belief beingitththeir seventh-day Sabbath is to consistently fal
on both a “Saturday” and the seventh day of analw@r weekly cycle, since creation. It is in
moving the dateline from one side of Samoa to thero that “Saturday” was sever&édm the
seventh-day of the week cycle. This creates a mmussual dilemma as each person must make a
choice between two problematic options, or notleseaintil they learn the real truth. So the
question remains, should the Samoan S.D.A.’s keeplely Sabbath, the new “Saturday” on the
new seventh day, or should they keep “Sunday,” #ithlocal Sunday keepers, which is now in
harmony with the old seventh day of the continuaegkly cycle? Our heavenly Father in His
wisdom is using this timely event to bring earthtgention to the subject of “tinie

What is the common denominator between “Satufdéng “continuous weekly cyclednd “the
IDL?" Since what our Creator makes He never altechanges, how is it that the IDL can be
moved? Is the Pacific Ocean’s IDL recognized by Gtgator? Did our Creator identify a need
for an International Dateline? If so, where is tiva on earth? Where is that line in the heavens?
What was it the Creator ordained to rightly divides months and days? These questions and
more will be answered as details are shed on that@r's divinely ordained “true” New Moon.

Just as an archeologist discovers grand truths frendreds of tiny clues, so too, are the results
of those who are seeking truth in Scripture adbftoted treasure. It is only by digging deep in the
mines of truth, that Yahuwah'’s true principles tifri€” can be found and reinstated. The purpose
of this article is to bring all the Scriptural priples together in one place to identify the trueaN
Moon. Which lunar phase is the true New Moon, @eator’s signal for each new month, and
the demarcation of days on this round world?

Will the real “New Moon” please stand up!
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Sabbaths cannot be signaled by quarter lunar phases, because neither 29 nor 30 days
can be equally divided by 4 weeks or 7 days. Those who teach this are not able to
demonstrate it for all 4 Sabbaths each month. If it does not work for even one Sabbath,
it cannot be a principle of truth. This is a teaching of Philo and not Scripture.

Only “one” lunar phase meets all the principles required. Only one lunar phase is
disqualified on all points.

The lunar phases above are representative of the Northern Hemisphere.

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Like any other foundational doctrine, the principlef thetrue New Moon lunar phasaust be
established on more than one individual Scriptweese, guideline, rule, regulation, parameter,
policy, theory, opinion, view, belief, or presunapt, to name a few. The true New Moon must
meet_allthe parameters identified in Scripture as a cohmamsive whole.

Principle #1: Why does the first chapter of the Bile clarify that the
moon is to “rule by night?”

Then Elohiym made two great lights: the greatehtlitp rule the day and the
lesser light to rule the [by] nighGenesis 1:16 NKJV

With a “thus saith Elohiym” the Creator ordained 8un to rule the day, during daylight, and the
moon to “rule the night,” during night time. Théyee, the sun is to rule during the daylight only,
a twelve hour period of radiant light, while the enas to rule following sunset (between sunset
and sunrise). Although, the moon is seen neamyyegtay during the daylight hours, we have it
on good authority that it never rules while the sushining, but is a secondary light. In contrast,
the sun is never seen during the night, the pesébdpart in which the moon is to rule.

The moon and stars to rule by nigfur His mercy endures forever. Psalms 136:9
NKJIV

Psalms 136 specifically defines that the moon dacs sule during the night only. As a result,
the moon cannot and does not rule during the degr. e This one Scripture alone would
disqualify theconjunctionlunar phaseas a beacon for the months, feast days and sedapth

Sabbaths. So, if the moon cannot rule by day, éweumgh it is visible by day for half the month,
then its power to rule is only when it is night.

Thus says Yahuwah, who gives the sun for a lightidy, the ordinances of the
moon and the stars for a light by night. Jeremiah 31:35 NKJV

Each light that legislates time does so when itisthle. To be consistent, the same principle
must apply to each of the designated “lights” ia Heavens— when they rule, they must each be
visible lights (Genesis 1:14).

The New Moonlunar phase is the most prominent of all lunar phaes:
1. ltis referred to over 200 times from Genesis todaion.
2. ltis the onlylunar phase in which regularly scheduled sacsfiwere offered.

3. Indeed, there was more than twice the number dfifie@s offered on New
Moon days than were offered on the seventh-day@&hbl§Numbers 28:9-11).

4. 1t is the lunar phase ordained by the Creatorltstilate the commencement of
each new month of 29 or 30 calendar dates; eadfolan new year; each of the
Creator's Lunar International Datelines (CLID); asdt the framework and
count for four cycling lunar weeks and seventh-&abbaths as defined in
(Exodus 12:1-8; Isaiah 66:23).

Since the moon was ordained to “rule by night,” Imithis same principle also apply to timest
prominentof all lunar phases, referred to in ScripturehesNew Moon? Indeed, it appears to be
the very reason for which the moon is declaredite at night, that no mistake might be made to
follow after the world in believing the dark lunphase is the real New Moon. It is only as this
unique lunar phase is witnessed in the “night’gkgt it announces in advandbe next day as
“New Moon Day,” commencing at sunrise.

What does it mean for the sun, moon or stars to ref?

For the sun, moon or stars to “rule” they must besent and potentially visiblgust as a ruler
who sits on his throne. The term “rule” also metméegislate. The sun, moon and stars were
given authority by the Creator to legislate “timgon the earth. These are the “principles that
rule in the heavens.”

Since the most important lunar phase is the NewrMitmbe consistent with the above principle,
would it not logically be of the light? So, theier New Moon must “rule by night,” when it is
visible, as a prerequisite to legislating time. #iyg short of this “rule by night” protocol is
deficient of the first Biblical rule thatualifiesa lunar phase to “legislate time.”

Principle #2: How might Scripture’s contrast of the principles of “light”
and “darkness” apply to the New Moon?

Every good gift and every perfect gift is from abpand comes down from the
Father of lights, with whom there is no variation or shadow of tagi
James 1:17 NKJV

The signature of the Creator is “light” as opposetidarkness.” He alone is the Father of lights.
Not another soul including Lucifer could create sounterfeit the heavenly “lights.” According

to Ephesians, “light” is the only thing that cankmaomething manifest. Light reveals, while
darkness conceals. At best, all Satan can do isecpaople to “think” time is according an
arbitrary man-made wall calendar, or that a darlbmeveals Yah's times. All the while, both

methodsconcealthe truth, and is an oxymoron.

The very first thing Yahuwah did during the creatiseek was to speak forth “light” out of the
darkness. Then, during each “daylight” of creatible, created all that came to be. Absolutely
nothing was created during the dark of night.

Throughout Scripture Yahuwah has used the comigagtiinciples of light and dark to teach His
spiritual truths. "Darkness" was to symbolicallpmesent infidelity, spiritual blindness and evil,
while "light" was to represent "truth", spirituahderstanding, and righteousness. Yahushua used
these principles over and over throughout His rtiyis

Ye are all the children of light, and the childrehthe day: we are not of the
night, nor of darkness. Therefore let us not slespgo others; but let us watch
and be sober. 1Thessalonians 5:5-6

For every one that doeth evil hateth the ligtgither cometh to the lightest his
deeds should be reproved.

Of paramount importance, notice that Yahuwah wakimgaa distinction between darkness and
light by separating them.

The"lights" are plural.

There are four purposes of the sun, moon and atatisey work in orchestration
according to Genesis 1:14-18: 1) To divide the fdasn the night. 2) For “time”

— signs, seasons, days and years. 3) Let themrbidiats” upon earth. 4) To
rule either by day or by night.

Let them be forsigns In an orchestrated process, the sun and moon work
together for signs (weeks/Sabbaths) and seasonar (Rppointed assemblies)
specifically. This would not hold true for the Né&doon if it were the dark phase
or conjunction. This is because if you have a dadon it is because the sun is
not shining on it, as seen from our vantage pdiething is shining or working
together, but all would be invisible in the darkses

Pure light is the signature of Yahuwah and His tivegpower, and not darkness,
or any mix of darkness with lighTherefore, something as important as the New
Moon to beacon each new montith four holy seventh-day Sabbatlesich New
Year, and each Lunar International Datelimaust itself be of thélight," a
visible beacon upon earth.Didn’t the Creator give mankind eyes to see, and
observe the things that He made specifically fonkirad?

But all things that are exposed [revealed] are mammifest by the lightfor
whatever makes manifest, is light Therefore He says: "Awake, you who sleep,
arise from the dead [spiritual death], and Chrigt give you light [truth]." See then
that you walk circumspectly, not as fools but aseyiredeemingrescue from loss]
the time [set time or season], because the days are[@edenerated from the
original].

In contrast to the verse above, can the darkesit bfnar phases, the conjunction, qualify for this
task of redeeming time? Can darkness "beacon” d&emaanifest anything?The only thing
darkness can do is reveal an absence of lighttlisgtihe substance the Creator consistently uses
for revealing truth and exposing error.

Principle #3: For the lights to “rule” in the heavens, must they be
“visible?”



It shall be established forever like the moon, eMemthe faithful withess
in the sky." Psalms 89:37 NKJV

Now a great sign appeared in heaven: a woman datiité the sun, with
the moon under her feet, and on her head a gadéntvelve stars.
Revelation 12:1-2 NKJV

As mentioned in Principle #1, just as the sun rbleslay, and the stars rule by night when they
are “visible light$ so too, the moon rules by night only when it iSvaible light.” The same
principle applies to each of the designated “ligjinisthe heavens— to be consistent, when they
rule, they must each be visible lights.

A faithful witness is revealing and never concegliim like manner, light is visible and revealing,
while darkness is unrevealing and concealing.

John’s description of Revelation 12:1 is of the vaontlothed with the visible sun, moon and
stars. How do we know they were each visible? aBsee it states, “a great sign appedr€duld

this reference to the moon be any old lunar phdse®likely, as each of the lights mentioned are
a repeat of Genesis 1:14-18, defined as lights|dusglate time. The specific lunar phase that
beacons time is the New Moon as it visibly rulesnight. Thus it seems reasonable that the
lunar phase John sawas nothing short of the visible crescent New Mooxer her feet. If it
were the dark conjunction lunar phase, how migthinJoave known it was there if it was not
visible?

In order for the moon to beacon the commencemeeadt new month, it must be plainly visible
in the night sky. The New crescent moon must b Boew” (following a period of non-
visibility) and of the “light” at night. It is ol as this first lunar phase is visibly seen fromtlea
that the witness can declare and fix both tmee and locationof the Creator’'s Lunar
International Dateline. An exact location for a Dateline would be diffictdt define with if one
follows a dark conjunction lunar phase, with o tise of computer technology.

Quarter Phases and the Sabbath
The moon declares with its quarter phases only approximate weeks for each month.
However, these quarter phases can NEVER be anaecoreasure for weeks and Sabbaths,
because neither 29 nor 30 days can be dividedtbgred weeks or 7 days. Those who teach this
are not able to demonstrate that it actually wddtsall four Sabbaths consistently each lunar
month. As a result, if this belief does not work &wen one week of the month, or one month of
the year, then it cannot be a principle of trutfihe teachings of Philo are not Scripture and
indeed are in conflict with the Creator’s principlef “light.” While this theory sounds good on
the surface, it is only surface deep. We shalludgéed only ]
by those things written in Scripture.

When the hands of a clock are straight up, poirttinipe 12,
it is declared to be the end of a full twelve hpariod, and
equally acknowledged that a “new” twelve hour riotathas
not yet begun. However, when both the hour and min
hand points to the 1, the first visibdember, it is declared to
be the first hour of a “new” twelve hour period.

Likewise, when the dark conjunction lunar phasditisctly
between the sun and the earth, a 29.5 monthlyioataf the
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moon is declared to have completed a full lunatiangd equally acknowledged that a “new
month” has not yet begun.

This
cannot be so. Just as on a clock, anything shatwalfiole period between the 12:00 and 1:00 is
not a complete hour, so too the period betweendangunction and the first visible crescent is

Principle #4. |Is the New Moon a “waxing” or a “wanng” lunar phase?

All waxing phases occur during the first half oétmonth and are distinguished in the night sky
after sunset. In contrast, allaning lunar phases occur during the last hathefmonth and are
distinguished at sunrise. The very first lunar gh@mscome into view again following the waning,
diminishing phases, is the First Visible Crescelitis positioned low on the western horizon
shortly after sunset. While the conjunction lunbhage can not be visibly distinguished it is only
because it has less light than the previous nifis is why it qualifies as a waning lunar phase
and not a waxing, “new” lunar phase. New is onlgwfi as it contrasts with old, a thing that has
come to its end.

There is not just one, but two reasons why thek'danjunction" lunar phase is not only dark but
also never visible. The first reason is phaseedlas the sun only shines on the moon's back side
as viewed from earth, in this way making the visildide dark. The second reason the
"conjunction” phase is never visible is positiotated. This dark lunar phase cannot be seen
because it comes between the earth and the summdes similar to an eclipse. Both the phase
and its position work together to insure consisgetitus it will never be visible. This is because
each lunar phase is also bound by physical lavits fwosition in the heavens. Outside of latitude
variation, each lunar phase consistently appeaits approximate longitude position every 29 or
30 days.

Qualifying or disqualifying the “dark conjunction” phase as New Moon

If the ancient Hebrews were to look for the darknjunction" phase as if it were the "New

Moon", they would have had to go out at sunrise faice the east looking for the moon, yet it

would never be visible. The act of facing the susuarise was considered an abomination to
Yahuwah. This could have too easily been confusiéid sun worship. This is exactly opposite of

what the Lord Yahuwah taught through the ceremoofate Sanctuary. At sunrise, the priests
were to face due west toward the Holy of Holiesslizl 8:15-16 cites the greatest abomination
to Yahuwah is that of sun worship, facing the eastunrise. What confusion might arise if they
were also looking over their shoulders to get angtie of an invisible dark conjunction lunar

phase? Might it have been for this very reasora penciple of truth, that the dark conjunction

was never to be considered the “New Moon.” Migl tie a valuable Scriptural clue?

Historically, new moon spotters in Israel watched fhe thin crescent to

establish the beginning of each month. Once sesnrdported their sighting to
the calendar court authorities of the SanhedrinteNehat one authority says,
“Originally, the New Moon was not fixed by astronigad calculation, but was

solemnly proclaimed after witnesses had testifiedhte reappearance of the
crescent of the moonEncyclopaedia Judaica/ol. 12, p. 1039.

In Yahuwah's mercy, the New Moon was to be annalibgethe trumpet blast at the sighting of
the First Visible Crescent, on the evening prioN&v Moon Day. This was for the purpose of
allowing the people time to prepare for this Hobydf worship after sunset, when it was dark.
Because half of the months of any given year wlrd&®/s in length, His people would have been
just observing the seventh-day Sabbath during la @®¢ month, prior to the setting sun. It was at
that moment that the New Moon was announced byliwsing of the trumpet. The dark hours

between the seventh-day Sabbath and the New Mogrg®a His people time to prepare for it.

Remember, Yahuwah's ordained Sabbath and New Mags @ere only 12 hour periods which

were observed from the sunrise to sunset. Refartide, "Three Months in a Row

The entire purpose of the trumpet blast was to anc® the coming Holy day, allowing time for
the people to prepare for it, both physically apiditsially.

The “waxing lunar phases occur during the first half of thenth. This means that each night
following sunset, the lunar phases display "magatliof the sun than the previous night. Every
24 hour period of a lunar month the moon is onaherage 45 minutes short of its previous
position in the night or morning sky. The waningapés which occur during the second half of
the lunar month display "less light" of the sunrthlae previous day. With this in mind, here is a
guestion for you.
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Question 1: Using the lunar illustrations below, does tHark conjunction lunar
phase receive more light than the previous 24 hassin the waxing
phases, or does it receive less light, as in th@nggphases?

Answer: It displays less light as in the waning phasescofding to the definition
of the New Moon, it is characterized as a buildimgwaxing phase.

This is so very important to understand becauseldink conjunction phase has all the markings
of a waning (old) phase. Therefore, it is self-evitlthat it belongs to the end of the second half
of the old month. It cannot be both part of the otwbnth and part of the new month
simultaneously.

Principle #5: What implications do the waxing and vaning phases have
on “new” vs. “old?”

The emphasis here is on what constitutes “new™alg.” Jonathan proclaims that tomorrow the
moon will be new contrasting with today being oldaiah states that in the future, the Sabbath
will be reckoned from the New Moon, from one lumaonth to another, in contrast to any other
lunar phase. Even if this was intended as a gestatgment to be from lunar month to lunar
month, by default it is always assumed that it rsefaom the beginning of each month to the
beginning of the next month. In contrast, it isikelly that this verse would mean from the end of
one lunar month to the end of the next lunar mdintim one old lunar phase to another.

The FVC lunar phase is dubbed with the term "hiawthe very reason the previous lunar phase
was dark and not visible. It can only be "fldwecause the previous moon and month ended in
the obscurity of darkness as if its own light haehe out. During the entire month, #lle lunar
phases reflect a percentage of the suns light éXoephe last phase. This conjunction phase is
the only lunar phase that is completely dark arekabof any reflecting rays from the sun from
earths perspective. It is not until the next nitjtett there would be any possibility of seeing the
light of a crescent moon, coming out of it's dadsmto the marvelous light.

Since the dark conjunction lunar phase fits theedd of the “waning category it cannot be a
"new" (waxing) refreshed or rebuilding lunar phase thighals a new month has begun. This
darkest phase of the month is forever associatéld thé waning phases as they, day by day,
receive less and less light of the sun until itéspletely void of light. By definition, the dark
conjunction phase is a waning phase and alwaysopdiie second half of the old lunar month.
Never can it be any portion of the waxing (growinglight) phase of a_"neWwrefreshed and
rebuilding month, as these alone are receiving name more light with each phase than the
preceding phase until the moon is full.

Many who keep thelark conjunctionday as New Moon day, claim the First Visible Cezgc
witnessed at sunset following it, beacons withlight that the New Moon has already
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occurred. So, by default a lunar phase that fdldlae actual event declares the new
month has begun since the dark phase cannot siggdling. Rather, Scripture declares,
“. .. for whatever makes manifest, is lighEphesians 5:13). It is to be a light in the sky
signaling in advance that the New Moon day bediedollowing morning at sunrise.
