It looks like 07-22-5993. It coincides with the Roman Gregorian calendar planetary 
date of Thurs., 11-07-2024.  This last of the specific lunar appointed Feast dates 
called YOM SHEMINI occurs on this Sabbath as a High Sabbath. 
 
Our Creator placed His full moon beacon as the original New Moon and the start of 
His months, high above for all to see. All praise to YAHUAH Alahim for His 
steadfast love and compassion for His children and His patience in restoring His lost 
truths in preparation for the Second Coming of His Son, Yahusha haMashiach (the 
Messiah). Simply because the full moon as New Moon, with its count to Lunar 
Sabbaths and annual Feast Days, is not popular among the Rabbinical Pharisee Jews 
or the Romanized Christian churches today, does in no way diminish its LIGHT OF

SHEMEN (OIL)

     The teacher led me into one of the olive gardens and to a stone vat filled with a 
brownish liquid.  Sitting on the ridge of the vat was a clay pitcher.  He dipped the 
pitcher into the liquid, lifted it up, and slowly poured back its contents, which 
glistened in the light of the afternoon sun. 

     “A sacred substance,” he said.  “Oil. The substance of anointing. And yet the true 
anointing comes from the Ruach haKadosh of Alahim (God).  Oil is the symbol of 
His Ruach (presence).  And it holds a mystery.” 

     “What mystery:” 



     “The name for oil in Hebrew is shemen.  The word for eighth in Hebrew is 
Shemini. The two words are joined together.  Oil is the symbol of the Ruach. And is 
linked to the number eight.  So the power of the Ruach is linked to the number eight.” 

     “I’m not understanding.” 

     “Seven, in Scripture, is the number of completion.  Then what is eight? That 
which is over and above completion, that which exceeds, that which surpasses, that 
which abounds and overflows.  Thus the power of the Ruach (Yah’s presence) is the 
power to go over and above, to exceed, to surpass, to not only be full, but to be filled 
up to the point of overflowing. The seventh day is the end of the week. Seven 
signifies the end.  Thus eight signifies beyond the end, beyond the limit, beyond 
the finite, and beyond all limitations.  So the power of the Ruach is to go beyond 
the end to transcend the finite, and to live beyond all limitations. And what is 
the eighth day of the week?  It’s the first day, the new beginning. So the power 
of the Ruach is the power of new beginnings, the power of newness, the power to be 
renewed. 

     And lastly, eight is the number of the mystery day, Yom Shemini or Shemini 
Atzeret, the day that signifies what comes after the end, eternity…heaven.  What will 
heaven be? Filled with the Ruach haKadosh of Alahim.  So the power of the Ruach 
is the power of the age to come, the power of heaven.  Therefore live in the Ruach, 
and you will have the power of Shemen – the power to live over and above, beyond 
full and overflowing, exceeding, surpassing, going beyond the end, transcending the 
finite, breaking through all limitations, walking in newness and new beginnings, and 
living now, beyond this world, in the realm of heaven.  That is the power of the 
Ruach haKadosh…and the mystery of shemen.”

Kerrie’s Korner  
 
I love the Teacher’s narrative as recorded by Jonathan Cahn, but with a few tweaks.  
 
This Feast of Yom Shemini, meaning the Eighth Day, occurs directly on the heels 
of Sukkot (the Feast of Tabernacles).  Sukkot as the seven day Feast represented our 
temporary sojourn in both this fallen earth (for 6,000 years) and then in heaven (for 
1,000 years). The sukkahs that we make, filling them with green things, symbolize 
Heaven, the Most Holy Place, in which we can now enter through the blood of the 
Lamb, because we love the Father and Son and seek faithfulness in celebrating 
Passover in the spring and Atonement in the fall. On Passover we are covered by 
Yahusha’s blood and at Yom Kippur (Atonement) we are sealed in His blood and 
separated from those who chose another master and at the same time will enter into 
judgment. So on the Day of Atonement the Righteous are sealed and the unrighteous 
are judged. 
 
Just as the spring Feasts were fulfilled on a day for a day basis representing the work 
of the Messiah on behalf of sinners, the same is true of the fall Feast days.  Meaning 
the final events of earth will follow this same pattern on the same day for a day basis, 
no matter what Revelation may say about certain things lasting 5 months etc. While 
His people are sealed into His perfect protection, the unrighteous will receive their 
judgment. Our heavenly Father is not interested in causing misery and pain to endure 
for long periods.  His judgments will be swift beginning on Yom Kippur (the Day 
of Atonement) and ending two whole weeks later on the first day of Sukkot.  
 
Although surprising to some, Heaven is not the Promised Land, but is only a 
temporary dwelling where we receive healing on every level. Yom Shemini follows 
the 1,000 years in heaven. So, when our 1,000 year Sabbath in Heaven comes to an 
end we are promised to return to our restored and renewed planet earth. The new and 
improved land where Adam and Eve dwelt in perfection until the fall, will become 
recreated for all the REDEEMED, the FAITHFUL and OBEDIENT of YAHUAH 
Alahim and YAHUSHA haMashiach. This is symbolized by the EIGHTH DAY, 
YOM SHEMINI. And what is the eighth day of the week?  It’s the first day, the 
new beginning on the restored planet earth. HALLELUYAH!!!
