It is also the authentic fourth lunar Sabbath of the 
month. It looks like 08-29-5993. It coincides with the Roman Gregorian calendar 
planetary date of Sat. 12-14-2024.   
 
Our Creator placed His full moon beacon as the original New/Renewed Moon and 
the start of His months, high above for all to see. All praise to YAHUAH Alahim 
for His steadfast love and compassion for His children and His patience in restoring 
His lost truths in preparation for the Second Coming of His Son, Yahusha 
haMashiach (the Messiah). Simply because the full moon as New Moon, with its 
count to Lunar Sabbaths and annual Feast Days, is not popular among the Rabbinical 
Pharisee Jews or the Romanized Christian churches today, does in no way diminish 
its LIGHT OF TRUTH shining from the pages of Scripture and His Eternal Throne. 



Only YAHUAH’S Ruach (power, presence, and provision) gives those who seek 
Him with all their hearts “eyes to see and ears to hear.” Ask Him today to reveal 
His New/Renewed Moon and lunar Sabbath to you and see how your life will change 
as your soul temple is synchronized to His for all eternity.

The Fruit of Our Words 
       



The entire Bible shows that our words determine our destinies. As we read in 
Proverbs 18:21: 
        

“Death and life are in the power of the tongue, and those who love it 
will eat its fruit” (NKJV) 

 
The tongue is either going to produce death in our lives, if we make a wrong 
confession, or life, if we make a right confession. Whatever we say with our tongues, 
we are going to eat the resultant fruit. That truth was echoed by the words of Yahusha 
when He said: 
 

“And I say to you, that for every careless word men may speak, they 
will give account of it in the Day of Judgment. “For by your words you 
will be justified, and by your words you will be condemned.” (Matthew 
12:36-37 NKJV) 

 
Believers often say silly things that are not honoring to Yahuah, and then excuse 
themselves by saying, “I didn’t really mean it.” But Yahusha said, “Every careless 
word.” It is not an excuse to say that you didn’t really mean something. We must 
hold fast our confession.  
 
Ultimately, there are only two alternatives in our relationship to Messiah and the 
Scripture: to confess or to deny. Again, Yahusha said: 
 
“Therefore whoever confesses Me before men, him I will also confess before My 
Father who is in heaven.”  But whoever denies Me before men, him I will also deny 
before My Father who is in heaven.” (Matthew 10:32-33 NKJV) 
 
Those are the two alternatives given to us. There is no third alternative. In spiritual 
things, in the long run, there is no neutrality. Yahusha said, “He who is not with Me 
is against Me” (Matthew 12:30). We either make the right confession to salvation, 
or we make the wrong confession, which will not produce salvation.  
 
Thank You, Yahusha, that You are the High Priest of our confession. We proclaim 
that we confess before men that Yahusha is our Most High Alahim, and He confesses 
us before our Father, who is in heaven. Therefore, may seek Him while He may be 
found and hold fast our confession.
